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Cache Valley is renowned for its beautiful seasons. The drive through Logan Canyon is a National Scenic Byway. The gorgeous scenery also lends to amazing outdoor recreation opportunities including; mountain biking, skiing, boating, rock climbing, hiking, and fishing. Cache Valley began as a small agricultural farming land, has now grown to almost a population of 98,000 spread throughout Cache County.

Logan is just one of the cities encompassed in Cache Valley. It is a family-oriented community that holds dear to its small town atmosphere created by local businesses, a historic downtown, long-held traditions and events, and the welcoming, neighborly ambiance.

Utah State University was founded in 1888 and has since grown to more than 16,000 under-graduate and graduate students. Logan is truly a “college-town” where the University is an integral part of the community. In a symbiotic relationship both the community and the university are enthusiastic to assist and to contribute whatever and whenever they can.

The university fosters a service-oriented environment encouraging students to be proactive, not only on campus, but in the community as well. The Val R. Christensen Service Center is a student run volunteer organization at Utah State University. There are countless volunteer programs in the Service Center itself, but most clubs on campus have an element of philanthropy to them. 

Cache Valley, like the rest of the state, leads the nation in volunteerism and volunteer hours. In the report “Volunteering in America: State Trends and Rankings” by the Corporation for National and Community Service found that “residents of Utah were more likely to contribute time to nonprofit groups than people who live in other states or the District of Columbia. Nearly 50 percent of people in Utah volunteered at some point from 2003 to 2005. Utah volunteers also spent the largest amount of time a year, 96 hours on average volunteering. Nationwide, the median amount of time for volunteering was 50 hours.”
